These questions are meant as a guide for you while you read.  You do not need to write up answers to be handed in, but you should be prepared to discuss them in class.  You might also use these as a way to prepare for the reading quiz.

1. When did Euler live?  How does that relate to Leibniz and Riemann?

2. On average, how much new math did Euler publish per year during his lifetime?  How much is that per day?  Are you impressed?

3. What’s an amicable pair?  How did Euler go about finding amicable pairs?  Why do your authors consider this worth mentioning?

4. How did Euler contribute to geometry?  Why is that significant?

5. What, in your opinion, is impressive about Euler as a mathematician?  Why do you think we read about him in this class?
