READING QUESTIONS – THE EDUCATION OF T. C. MITS
These questions are meant as a guide for you while you read.  You do not need to write up answers to be handed in, but you should be prepared to discuss them in class.  You might also use these as a way to prepare for the reading quiz.

1. Who is T. C. Mits?  Why did the authors consider it worthwhile to write something for his education?

2.  Since you are in a calculus class, you are not T. C. Mits.  Why then were you assigned this reading?

3.  The authors describe calculus as “a method which enables us to study an ever-changing world.”  Explain what this means.

4.  “BEWARE OF DISCIPLES,” the authors warn.  Why do they say this?  What do they have to say about Mathematics and disciples?

You should also look at the questions at the end of the passage – they are good questions!  (You can skip number 1; we’ll come back to that idea later.)
